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The Bansuiso, a Western-style edifice, was built in 1922 according to a design by Shichiro Kigo, at the bequest of Sadakoto Hisamatsu, a
descendant of the feudal lord of Matsuyama. In November of the same year, the Crown Prince (the future Emperor Hirohito) stayed here

on his visit to Matsuyama to observe the army exercises on Shikoku.
Sadakoto appears in Ryotaro Shiba's novel Saka no Ue no Kumo(published by Bungei Shunju), and it includes a scene in which

Takusen Kato and Yoshifuru Akiyama, who stayed with Sadakoto on his studies in France, accompany him.
