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Kyoshi Takahama lived here from 1879 until he entered Kyoto's 3rd High School. The start of the friendship between Kyoshi and
Shiki Masaoka began in May 1891 when they began a correspondence after Hekigoto Kawahigashi introduced them. In August of that
year, Shiki, who returned home for the summer holidays, visited Kyoshi's home where they held a gathering of haiku poets.

Kyoshi's admiration for Shiki Masaoka and Saneyuki Akiyama, his seniors from Matsuyama, is portrayed in Ryotaro Shiba's Saka no
Ue no Kumo(published by Bungei Shunju).
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
