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wo okt Site of Seikei Kawahigashi's House (Birthplace of Hekigoto)
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Seikei Kawahigashi was the father of the haiku poet Hekigoto Kawahigashi. Seikei studied at the Shoheiko as a Confucian scholar in
the Edo era, and after returning home he became professor of the Meikyokan (former feudal school). Then in 1880, he opened the private
Chihune School and taught Shiki Masaoka and other Meiji youth.

Hekigoto was born here on February 26, 1873. Hekigoto, who along with Kyoshi Takahama was the brightest star in Shiki's group,

started writing haiku at middle school. The start of his interaction with Shiki was when he was taught to play baseball in the summer of
1889.

Shiki learning the Chinese classics and Chinese poetry from Seikei, and his friendship with Hekigoto are vividly portrayed in
Ryotaro Shiba's novel Saka no Ue no Kumo(published by Bungei Shunju).
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
