Kanzan Ohara (Shiki Masaoka's grandfather) studied the Chinese classics at the Shoheiko in Edo. Then he became a professor at the
Meikyokan (former feudal school) and committed himself to the education of the domain at the end of the Edo era. After the abolition of
the feudal domains, he opened a private school and devoted his remaining years to educating young people. Kanzan had four sons and
three daughters. His oldest daughter was Shiki's mother Yae, and his third son was Takusen(Tsunetada) Kato who served as Matsuyama's
