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The Kidoya Inn is the model for Yamashiroya, the Inn where Botchan, the hero of Soseki Natsume's novel, stayed at first. Soseki Natsume
actually stayed at the Kidoya Inn himself on April 9, 1895 when he was assigned to Matsuyama Middle School as an English teacher.

In Ryotaro Shiba's novel Saka no Ue no Kumo(published by Bungei Shunju), Saneyuki Akiyama, who was at the naval academy on Etajima,
is portrayed as staying in this Inn when he returned to Matsuyama to visit the sick Shiki Masaoka.
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
