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Site of Matsuyama Middle School and Katsuyama Elementary School
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This site was the location of the Meikyokan (former feudal school) in
the Edo era, and since the Meiji period it has been a center for modern
education.

Both Katsuyama Elementary School and Matsuyama Middle School
where Shiki Masaoka and Saneyuki Akiyama studied started from the
Meikyokan, and through various transformations, the current Bancho
Elementary School and Matsuyama Higashi High School are carrying
on their history.

In Saka no Ue no Kumo a novel by Ryotaro Shiba (published by
Bungei Shunju) it is apparent that the new education was being carried
; i out at Katsuyama School which is equivalent to an elementary school.
