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Meikyokan (former feudal school)
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This is the feudal school founded as an educational institution for
feudal retainers by the 11th feudal lord, Sadamichi Matsudaira in
1828. Many people passed through the school and even after the
Meiji era, it developed as a center for modern education in Matsuyama.
This building is the school hall of the Meikyokan, and today it
conveys an idea of how it used to look. Originally the school was
located in Ichibancho, but in 1937 it was rebuilt here.

The association of the school with the novel Saka no Ue no
Kumo(published by Bungei Shunju) is deep. Shiki Masaoka's
maternal grandfather Kanzan Ohara taught young people as the
professor of the Meikyokan, and in his childhood, Yoshifuru
Akiyama also went to the school.
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
