At the time of the Russo-Japanese war, the government set up twenty-nine camps
nationwide for Russian prisoners of war, but the first was established in Matsuyama.
There were more than 4,000 prisoners in Matsuyama at times, but ninety-eight of them
died, from injuries or illness, including those that died on ships on their way to
Matsuyama. They were buried here. Initially a cemetery was made for them by former
soldiers at the top of Mt. Myoken a few minutes' walk from here, but it was moved here
in 1960.
